genitive – of or designating a grammatical case typically indicating possession, measure, origin or other close association.



indirect object – a word or group of words representing the person or thing with reference to which the action of a verb is performed, especially as beneficiary of the action or receiver of the direct object, as the boy in She gave the boy a book.  -----An indirect object names the person (or thing) to whom (or to what) or for whom (or for what) something is done.  (Jim bought me the fishing rod. – Me is the indirect object.)  Note:  When the word naming the indirect receiver of the action is contained in a prepositional phrase, it is no longer considered an indirect object. (Jim bought a fishing rod for me.  Me is the object of the preposition for.)



nominative – of, pertaining to, or being a grammatical case typically indicating the subject of a finite verb, as She in She opens the window.



predicate – a syntactic unit that functions as one of the two main constituents of a sentence, the other being the subject, and that consists of a verb and any words governed by the verb or modifying it, as objects, complements, or adverbs, the whole often expressing the action performed by or the state that attributed to the subject, as is here in The package is here.  -----  the predicate is that part of the sentence which says something about the subject (Principals remember).

OE VERBS

Old English has only two tenses, the present and the preterite.  In translating Old English, you must infer from the context what the modern English meaning must be.  For example, the present tense is used to indicate future meaning, and the preterite is used to express past perfect and continuous tenses as well.  In modern English, only the third person singular changes its form.  Now look at the Old English verb singan, “to sing.”  In Old English, the infinitive form of the verb end in -an.  You conjugate the verb by removing the “an” ending and adding the following forms:
