The existing Ethernet product that 3Com has, requires high quality copper cabling that most homes do not contain. The benefit of  3Com’s product is the high-speed that can transmit data up to 100 megabit per second.  The market main focus of the Homequick Network is the simplicity of its installation software and  Microsoft is a co-developer.  The kits will come in two versions: internal10/100-mbps PCI card priced at $180 ad external Universal serial Bus version priced at $190.


I think these kits have an affordable price, and it has a simple installation that will let users connecting two PCs and all their peripherals. users don’t have to worry about connecting cable line.
