Reported Speech
1. When the reporting verb (say, tell, remain, explain, …) is in present:  no change of tense

Examples:
Peter says: “The train is late.”


Peter says that the train is late.


She says: “We like muffins.”


She says that they like muffins.

2. When the reporting verb (say, tell, remark, explain,…) is in:
