This is my word processing document for my computer science lab for exercise one.  In this exercise I am to demonstrate that I know how to underline, italicize, and put something in a bold-face style.  In order to underline something in Word2000, one may highlight the word, and then may click on the U at the top of the screen.  The highlighted phrase will then be underlined.  The same rule applies for bold-facing and italicizing words, except to bold-face a word you highlight the phrase and then click on the B at the top of the screen.  To italicize a phrase, highlight it and click on the I at the top of the screen.  This may also be accomplished by hitting control and u for underlining, control and b for bold-facing, or control and I for italicizing.

The size of the font may be altered as well.  If I want something to be large, I can put it in 14, 16, 18, 20, or perhaps even 28 if I so choose.  The means of controlling font size is at the top of the screen near the bold, italics, and underline features.
